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Matrix Evidence supplies a comprehensive range of research synthesis products to summarize evidence 
on the effectiveness of different policy choices and investment options. 

Narrative reviews provide selective information on a specific topic to a very short timescale. Matrix use 
narrative reviews to answer ‘what do we know about?’ questions. They provide answers to broad questions cover-
ing a wide range of issues.  

Quick scoping reviews involve a more thorough search of the literature than narrative reviews. Used 
to map out the evidence available, a quick scoping review can help decide whether there is enough evidence to 
warrant a Rapid Evidence Assessment or Systematic Review (see below).

Rapid Evidence Assessments (REAs) provide more thorough synthesis than scoping 
reviews. Searches incorporate all relevant sources, including some collection of unpublished literature. Reviewers 
specify search strategies and assess each study they find for methodological quality. 

Systematic Reviews answer ‘what works’ questions, providing the most complete and reliable picture 
of evidence on efficacy. Search strategies ensure all relevant references are included. Multiple searches provide a 
map of relevant literature and one or more focused syntheses.
